In January President 
Trump signed his 2 for 1 executive order mandating that for every 
new regulation, two regulations needed to be revoked.

A TALE OF TWO HOUSES

House #1 

 

 

 

 

 

A 20 room  mansion (not including 8 bathrooms) heated by natural gas. Add on a pool (and a pool house) and a 

separate guest house, all heated by gas. In one month this residence consumes more energy than the average 

American household does in a year. The average bill for electricity and natural gas runs over $2400 per month.  In 

natural gas alone, this property consumes more than 20 times the national average for an American home. This 

house is not situated in a Northern or Midwestern  "snow belt" area. It's in the South. 

 

House # 2  

 

 

 

 

 

Designed by an architecture professor at a leading national university. This house incorporates every "green" fea-

ture current home construction can provide. The house is 4,000 square feet (4 bedrooms) and is nestled on a high 

prairie in the American southwest. A central closet in the house holds geothermal heat-pumps drawing ground water 

through pipes sunk 300 feet into the ground. 

 

The water (usually 67 degrees F) heats the house in the winter and cools it in the summer. The system uses no fos-

sil fuels such as oil or natural gas and  it consumes one-quarter the electricity required for a conventional heating/

cooling system. Rainwater from the roof is collected and funneled into a 25,000 gallon underground cistern. Waste-

water from showers, sinks and toilets goes into underground purifying tanks and then into the cistern. The collected 

water then irrigates the land surrounding the house. Surrounding flowers and shrubs native to the area enable the 

property to blend into the surrounding rural landscape.

 It is the abode of the   "environmentalist" Al Gore.             

       HOUSE #2 is  on a ranch near Crawford , Texas .  

       It is the residence of ex -President of the United

WHY THE MEDIA IS 

SO OBSESSED WITH  

PRESIDENT TRUMP

Allow me to state the obvious: there is a palpable mania surrounding 

our 45th president. 

In fact, a report from Harvard Kennedy School's Shorenstein Center 
on Media, Politics and Public Policy analyzed news coverage of 
President Trump's first 100 days in office. The study concludes that 
41 percent of all news coverage was related to President Trumpð
three times the amount of attention given to past presidentsðand a 
whopping 80 percent has been negative. For CNN and NBC, that 

number was above 90 percent 

Think about that for a moment. This president dominates the news 
unlike any before him and it's almost all negative. It's a media obses-

sion like we've never seen before. 

How on earth did we get here? 

After all, it's not all so clear cut. A recent survey conducted by the 
Harvard Institute of Politics found that most millennials agree with a 
majority of President Trump's policies when no mention of his name 
is given. When you conduct the same poll and add the name Trump, 
41 percent of the respondents gave him a letter grade of F. This poll 

clearly reveals a kind of bias, but what exactly is fueling it? 

Ironically, in that same survey, Millennials agreed with President 
Trump regarding the media. Only 10 percent give the news media an 

A regarding its coverage of the presidentð26 percent give them an F. 

It's no secret that the news media leans left. They tell us they do. 
Consider the fact that 96 percent of political donations made by 
members of the media went to Clinton in the last election. And while 
news coverage of past Republican Presidents Reagan, H.W. Bush 
and W. Bush similarly received more negative coverage compared to 
their Democratic counterparts Clinton and Obamaðwhat we're wit-

nessing now is astonishing. 

Is it simply a matter of reporters, commentators and anchors naturally 
revealing their political bias? Perhaps that's a factor. Is it that Presi-
dent Trump has declared war on the media? Certainly that accounts 
for some of the media's fixation. Do some in the media simply detest 

the president? I think it's safe to say the answer is yes. 

But could it also be that the corporations that own these outlets have 

simply hit "pay dirt?" 

Remember that news, like any other business, is required to turn a 
profit, and the numbers are inðPresident Trump is good for ratings. 
Most major news outlets have enjoyed skyrocketing numbers in 
the first part of 2017. For example, CNN had its best Q1 since 2003, 

and MSNBC enjoyed a 51 percent spike in total audience. 

Trump's election might have even saved the Late Show with 
Stephen Colbert when the host took a hardline stance against the 
president. Similarly, President Trump has turned shows like John 

Oliver's Last Week Tonightðknown for its politically charged zingers 
and one-liners at the president's expenseðinto must watch TV for 

large swaths of the electorate. 

Then there's the near automatic hyperventilation by some of those 
once considered calm and measured in their approachðoften set in 
motion by the now infamous "unnamed sources." It all feels more like 

playground gossip and tabloid fodder than straight news. 

So, place yourself in the president's shoes for a moment. What if your 
boss decided to let you go because an "unnamed source" at your 
office said you were colluding with the competition? You would be 

livid, and rightly so and likely demand that the source be named. 

In a nation where we are "innocent until proven guilty," it's clear that 
certain journalists do not extend the same courtesy they would desire 
themselves, to our political leaders. What happened to wanting the 
best for our country and our leaders regardless of their party affilia-

tion? 

I have honest disagreements with President Trump, but I've also met 
the man on multiple occasions, and the caricature portrayed by his 
political opponents is unfair. In person, he's sympathetic, funny and 
gracious. He's a good listener, and when he has a difference of opin-
ion, he lets you know in a respectful way, and he's generally inter-
ested in why you disagree. Sure he's plainspoken, but he's not un-

kind. In short, President Trump is likable, and he's smart too. 

The media is expressly protected in our Constitution because we de-
pend on their virtue and independence to keep the public informed. 
We the viewer, reader and listener must demand more from them. 
We desperately need more from them. We do not need to be enter-
tained or prodded on. We need the media to be the adults in the con-
versation, careful sifting through the noise, in search of not simply the 

truth, but civil discourse. 

I don't write this as a Democrat or a Republican, but as an American 

who believes we as a nation are called to more than this. 

Whether you like him or not, President Trump deserves an honest 

and unbiased accountðand so do the American people.

How the US's futuristic new aircraft car-
rier will change naval warfare forever

Sailors on the aircraft carrier USS Gerald R. Ford (CVN 78) during its 

commissioning ceremony at Naval Station Norfolk, Virginia, July 22, 

2017. Ford is the lead ship of the Ford-class aircraft carriers, and the 

first new US aircraft carrier designed in 40 years.  

President Donald Trump took part in the commissioning of the USS 

Gerald R. Ford on Saturday, ushering in the first new aircraft carrier

The Ford will join the US Navy's 10 Nimitz-class flat-top aircraft carri-

ers, which are already the envy of the world. But while the Ford 

looks much like its predecessors, it has key technological advances 

that shine a light on what US military planners envision as the future 

of naval warfare.  

Named after President Gerald Ford, the $12.9 billion titan is the first 

of four planned ships in its class. 

The new Ford class carriers will feature an improved nuclear reac-

tor with three times the power-generation capacity as the Nimitz 

class. 

This outsized power-generation capacity provides the Ford an op-

portunity to grow into new technologies that come up during their 

service life. 

With ample power to draw from, the Fords could one day house 

directed-energy weapons like the Navy's upcoming railgun  The 

Nimitz class cruisers use an elaborate steam-powered launch system 

to send F/A-18s and other planes on their way, but the Ford class, 

drawing on its huge power-generation capacity, will use an elec-

tronic system to do the same.  Not only will the EMALS launch heav-

ier planes, but it will also carefully launch planes in order to reduce 

wear and tear. Additionally, the increased capacity of these launch-

ers to make planes airborne will allow new plane designs in the fu-

ture.  

Improved technology means that the island, or the tower on the 

deck of the carrier, can be moved further aft (toward the tail end of 

the craft).  This smaller, more out-of-the-way island means that 

there will be more room and accessibility for the aircraft on the 

deck, which will improve maintenance times and turnarounds. 

Navy planners estimate that the new design will help carriers gener-

ate an additional 33% more sorties.  "When aircraft land, they'll be 

able to come back, refuel, rearm, in kind of a pit-stop model ... really 

modeled after NASCAR," Capt. John F. Meier, the commanding offi-

cer of USS Gerald R. Ford said of the new design 

The Navy's Dual Band Radar (DBR) operates simultaneously on two 

frequencies, enabling the radar to effectively classify low-altitude 

planes and missiles.  The radar works both to track incoming aircraft 

and missiles and to support outgoing weapons and planes.  Only the 

first Ford class carrier, the USS Gerald R. Ford, will carry the DBR. 

Navy planners are currently evaluating candidates to provide 

an Enterprise Air Surveillance Radar, which they estimate could save 

$120 million 

Another improvement on the Nimitz design, the AAG on the Ford 

class will help accommodate a broader range of aircraft and offer a 

less jarring landing than the Navy's current Mk-7 Mod 3 and Mk-7 

Mod 4 designs.  But like other systems on board, the AAG is facing 

problems. Recently the Navy said it was considering alternatives for 

future carriers but that the USS Gerald R. Ford would still carry the 

system. 

It may seem like a simple change, but the new carriers will use elec-

tromagnetic fields to raise and lower platforms instead of cabling. 

This allows a simpler design to compartmentalize the different areas 

of the ship, which will help reduce maintenance and manning costs 

over the life of the ship.  Also, new cargo elevators will replace cargo 

converters, which were labor intensive. 

CONCLUSION 

 

Individually, the changes made between the Ford and Nimitz classes 

seem isolated and inconsequential. But when taken together, the 

Ford line of aircraft carriers shows the direction forward as envi-

sioned by the US's naval planners. 

The development of the Ford class carriers has been fraught with 

cost and time overruns, but this is to be expected with a first-in-class 

vessel. 

The success of the Ford class will not be defined by any one innova-

tion on board, but by the foresight displayed by the designers who 

are boldly creating a carrier to launch planes that haven't even been 

designed yet, to fire weapons not yet built, and to secure the US's 

interests at sea for decades to come.

ing Secretary.  These nominees must be FULL members of WRC and must have already consented to accept the du-

ties of the position. 

 At the November 2017 WRC Meeting, the Chairman of the Nominating Committee will present its proposed 

slate of officers, after which, nominations from the floor may be made.  Once nominations are closed, the election 

of officers will take place.  Officers will assume office following their installation at the January 2018 luncheon.  

WRC Bylaws: Article VIτNominations & Elections. 

    

 Below is a summary of the duties and responsibilities for each officer.  Note:  this is not all-inclusive as there 

are times when additional duties must be assumed when necessary. 

President 

¶ Preside at all meetings of the Club and the Executive Board and have general supervision of the work and ac-
tivities of the organization. 

¶ Appoint all committees except the Nominating Committee - the appointment of such committees to be ap-
proved by the Executive Board. 

¶ Be ex-officio member of all committees except the Nominating Committee and may attend meetings, take part 
in discussions, and has voting privilege.  She is not counted in the quorum. 

¶ Co-sign checks with the Treasurer or Assistant Treasurer, in the absence or inability of either one of them as 
provided in these bylaws. 

¶ Serve as coordinator between the organization and the Florida New Federation of Republican Women. 

¶ Appoint a Parliamentarian who shall meet the same requirements as set forth for elected officers but shall not 
be a voting member of the Executive Board by virtue of her appointment. 

¶ Approve the monthly programs proposed by the First Vice President. 

Vice-Presidents 

¶ First Vice President, or another elected officer in respective order, may act in the absence or inability of the 
President to serve or may fill a vacancy in the office of the President.  

¶ First Vice President shall be responsible for the program for each regular monthly business meeting and she or 
another elected officer shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the President. 

¶ Second Vice President shall be in charge of fund raising for the Club and shall perform such other duties as 
may be assigned by the President. 

¶ Third Vice President shall be in charge of publicity for the Club's activities and shall perform such other duties as 
may be assigned by the President.    

 

Note: The responsibilities of the Vice-Presidents are interchangeable and not set in stone.  WRC wants to efficiently and effec-

Recording Secretary 

The Recording Secretary shall keep and read the Minutes of all meetings of the Club and the Executive Board. She 
shall be custodian of all records and papers of the Club except those that pertain to some other office or commit-
tee, and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the President  

 

Corresponding Secretary 

The Corresponding Secretary shall send out notices of meetings, conduct the correspondence of the Club, when 
directed, and perform such other duties as may be assigned by the President  

 

Treasurer 

¶ The Treasurer shall receive and be custodian of all funds of the Club and shall pay all bills authorized by the Ex-
ecutive Board.  

¶ The treasurer shall keep an account of all monies received and disbursed by her, and shall report in full at the 
January Board meeting and at all regular meetings. She shall keep an up-to-date roster of membership of the 
Club and send out notices of unpaid dues in January. 

¶ Prior to February 1 of each year, the Treasurer shall forward the required dues and fees for the Florida Federa-
tion and National Federation of Republican Women to the Treasurer of the Florida Federation as required in 
the Bylaws of the Florida Federation. A membership list (listed alphabetically) of the names and addresses 
(including zip codes) shall be provided of the complete membership for which dues are remitted. 

¶ The books of the Treasurer shall be audited annually by an Auditing Committee consisting of three (3) mem-
bers to be appointed by the President, subject to the approval of the Executive Board, and appointed prior to 
the January general meeting. 

¶ The Treasurer or, in the absence or inability of the Treasurer, the Assistant Treasurer, is authorized to sign a 
single signature to checks in payment of approved Club bills in amounts up to and including $200. 

¶ Any check of the Club's which is greater than $200. shall be co-signed by the Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer 
or, in the absence or inability of the Treasurer or Assistant Treasurer to co-sign, by the President. 

 

Assistant Treasurer 

The Assistant Treasurer shall assist the Treasurer as requested by the Treasurer and shall assume the duties of the 
treasurer in her absence or inability to serve and subject to the same requirements. and shall chair the Budget 
Committee.  

 

Without a doubt, the two most time consuming positions are President and Treasurer.  However, with team work 
and assistance from all WRC Members willing to step up, these positions can also be the most gratifying.
